Dear all, 

 

What a difference an encounter with the risen Jesus can make to 
our lives. 

Last week we celebrated Easter Sunday and the Gospel reading for 
that day was John 20:1-18. It starts by telling us that, on the day 
after Jesus was crucified and laid in the tomb, Mary Magdalene 
went to the tomb and saw that the stone had been removed from 
the tomb. This was a hopeless situation because she thought that 
the body of Jesus had been taken from the tomb. However her 
seemingly hopeless situation was about to change. She met the 
risen Jesus. He was alive. Jesus said to her, "Do not hold on to me, 
because I have not yet ascended to the Father. But go to my 
brothers and say to them, óI am ascending to my Father and your 
Father, to my God and your God.ô" So Mary went excitedly and told 
the disciples, "I have seen the Lord". Then she told them what 
Jesus had said to her. However, her telling them this did not make 
much difference to them because they didnôt believe that Jesus had 
risen from the dead. 

This was soon to change because they saw and encountered the 
risen Jesus for themselves. For as we read on in the Gospel reading 
we see that Jesus presented himself to the disciples,  like Peter who 
had denied him and to Thomas who doubted him. Not only that, 
Jesus had a barbecue on the beach with some of his disciples and 
he talked with some of his followers.  

Seeing and encountering the risen Jesus really raised the faith of 
the disciples, the risen Jesus had been brought to life again. This 
restored the hopes that they had lost. If it had not happened, the 
disciples would never have had the courage, the audacity or the 
nerve to say another word about Jesus in public, let alone to claim 
that He rose and is Lord of the living and the dead.  

What a difference seeing and encountering the risen Jesus made to 
Mary and the disciples. It was life changing for them and they went 
into all the known world to tell others about the risen Jesus. They 
went out and turned the world upside down and the world has never 
been the same since. 
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Things have not changed 2000 years later. Encountering the risen 
Jesus is still life changing. Jesus is still in the life changing business. 
Encountering the risen Jesus can transform our lives. For we may 
know our Bible back to front, we can attend church every Sunday, we 
could have been Baptised or Confirmed, but these are only part of 
the story. We need to meet and experience the risen Jesus to get the 
full story, to experience his life abundantly, to gain that peace that is 
beyond understanding, to have a real sense of hope.  

Have you experienced the risen Jesus? Remember that Jesus said 
ask and you will receive, seek and you shall find, knock and the door 
will be opened to you. Mary had to look for Jesus but she found him 
and her life was transformed. Jesus can transform your life as well. 

I am aware that this is my last letter to you. It has been a joy and a 
pleasure to minister amongst you all. My time in Te Awamutu has 
been extremely rewarding and I must thank you all for the love, 
kindness and encouragement that you have all shown to Jill and me. 
Thank you also for the many retirement gifts that you have given us 
and for the very moving farewells. I have been very moved by all your 
kindness.  

I will finish with the well-known Aaronic blessings from Numbers 6:24
-26: 

 

óMay the Lord bless you 
and protect you. 
May the Lord smile on you 
and be gracious to you. 
 
May the Lord show you his favour

May it live in our 

hearts as we bring the aroma of the risen Christ to those we meet in 

our journey. So as we celebrate the power and the glory of  Christôs  

resurrection – let us be still and reflect about the events surrounding 

Christôs life, death and resurrection and ask what does it mean for 

you? As for me Christôs death and resurrection are incredible events 

in history, it is mind-boggling - but sometimes it is easy to hide behind 

the event of the  Easter Story without confronting the reality that God 

indeed intervened in this world in a mysterious way – His Son Jesus 

rising from the dead after three days is I believe the central message 

of Easter. The risen Christ does not only demonstrate Godôs power 

over creation but he is risen for humanityôs sake. As 2 Corinthians 4: 

13-15 says:  

 

13 
But just as we have the same spirit of faith that is in 

accordance with scriptureðñI believed, and so I spokeòðwe 

also believe, and so we speak, 
14 
because we know that the 

one who raised the Lord Jesus will raise us also with Jesus, 

and will bring us with you into his presence. 
15 
Yes, everything 

is for your sake, so that grace, as it extends to more and more 

people, may increase thanksgiving, to the glory of God.  

 

Here in this passage, it is very clear, the death and resurrection of 
Jesus is a supernatural event – God entered human history so that 
those who believe in him may not perish but have eternal life (John 
3:16). This is good news for us as Easter people, Christôs death on 
the Cross is our hope that we may have eternal life but we donôt have 
to wait until we die to enjoy such life, resurrection life is ñthe nowò in 
our lives. This power is like no other power on earth, it is unique and 
special. To get there however is to make a U-turn, confess our sins, 
repent of them, and embrace the forgiveness and grace that God 
offers through the life and death and resurrection of His Son Christ 
Jesus. Right now, I am inviting you to live a vital life by the power of 
resurrection, especially when everything and everyone around you 
seems dead and lifeless.  
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THE PRAYER OF RELINQUISHMENT 
  

We learn the Prayer of relinquishment in the School of 
Gethsemane. 
 

Gaze in adoring wonder at the scene. 
 
The solitary figure etched against gnarled olive trees.  The blood 
like sweat falling to the ground. The human longing ñLet this cup 
passò and the final relinquishment ñnot my will, but yours be doneò 
 
We would do well to meditate often on this unparalleled expression 
of relinquishment. 
 
Here we have the incarnate Son praying through His tears and not 
receiving what He asks for. 
 
Jesus did know the burden of unanswered prayer. He did want the 
cup to pass. 
 
It is recorded in three of the Gospels. He asked His Father to take 
away the cup of Calvary. But then He continued His prayer to His 
Father. He prayed asking if there was another way to redeem His 
people. But there wasnôt any other way. 
Then and only then He prayed ñnot my will but yours be doneò 
So in His prayer of relinquishment He gave His all, when He 
relinquished His will to His Father.

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Sermon for Easter Day. 
 

My favourite post-resurrection story is that of the Road to Emmaus, 
when two bewildered disciples make their way home from an 
unforgettable Passover Festival. The Passover had all but been 
eclipsed by a dramatic crucifixion and a miraculous raising up on 
the third day of the central victim – Jesus. Their unrecognised 
companion proceeded to teach the whys of it all starting from 
Moses and his Law and through the words and visions of the 
prophets. As a Jew, the Law and the prophets tell me much of my 
Lord and Saviour, Jesus of Nazareth, and all that he had to teach 
and do; and is an important basis of and for my faith. He is the 
fulfilment of Hebrew Scripture. 

Those two disciples had burning hearts while they listened to every 
word he spoke. 

Mary Magdalene had a burning heart as well, as she picked her 
way through the pre-dawn darkness towards the tomb where her 
beloved Jesus lay. Her heart burned with anticipation. But on arrival 
she found the stone rolled away and the tomb itself empty. She, in 
her walk, did not benefit from a stranger telling her the whys and 
wherefores. She was, in the eyes of her menfolk, a woman who 
had no rights or credibility. 

She hastened back and told the others. Her heart was in turmoil. 
Where had they taken Jesus? The men who heard her out decided 
to see for themselves. Just in case. 

The Easter story is made up of a bricks and mortar of burning 
hearts. The burning hearts of Jesusô disciples as they struggled to 
understand and grasp his teachings; the burning heart of sorrow as 
the Virgin Mary watched her first-born die a wretched death on a 
cross; the burning heart of remorse and despair beating within a 
dejected Judas of Iscariot; the hearts burning with zeal of the elders 
and lawyers as they plotted and schemed the death of one 
Gallilean upstart called Jesus; the burning heart of exasperation by 
an ignorant and arrogant Pontius Pilate as he tried to placate a 
worked up crowd outside; the burning hearts of boredom by the 
Roman guards as they whipped, mocked, marched and then 
gambled for the clothes of their unfortunate prisoner. And finally the 
burning heart broken by the treatment of his chosen people towards 
his Son. And yet that burning heart of God triumphed when he 
raised up his beloved Jesus. 
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18. If youôve been offended by someone – forgive them. If youôve 

offended someone - apologise. Donôt drag around resentment with 

you. It only serves to make you sad and bitter. It doesnôt matter who 

was right. Someone once said: ñHolding a grudge is like taking 

poison and expecting the other person to die.ò Donôt take that 

poison. Forgive, forget and move on with your life. 

19. If you have a strong belief, savour it. But donôt waste your time 

trying to convince others. They will make their own choices no 

matter what you tell them, and it will only bring you frustration. Live 

your faith and set an example. Live true to your beliefs and let that 

memory sway them. 

20. Laugh. Laugh A LOT. Laugh at everything. Remember, you are 

one of the lucky ones. You managed to have a life, a long one. 

Many never get to this age, never get to experience a full life. But 

you did. So whatôs not to laugh about? Find the humour in your 

situation. 

21. Take no notice of what others say about you and even less 
notice of what they might be thinking. Theyôll do it anyway, and you 
should have pride in yourself and what youôve achieved. Let them 
talk and donôt worry. They have no idea about your history, your 
memories and the life youôve lived so far. Thereôs still much to be 
written, so get busy writing and donôt waste time thinking about 
what others might think. Now is the time to be at rest, at peace and 
as happy as you can be!

9. ALWAYS stay up-to-date. Read newspapers, watch the news. 

Go online and read what people are saying. Make sure you have an 

active email account and try to use some of those social networks. 

Youôll be surprised what old friends youôll meet. Keeping in touch 

with what is going on and with the people you know is important at 

any age. 

10. Respect the younger generation and their opinions. They may 

not have the same ideals as you, but they are the future, and will 

take the world in their direction. Give advice, not criticism, and try to 

remind them that yesterdayôs wisdom still applies today. 

11. Never use the phrase: ñIn my time.ò Your time is now. As long 

as youôre alive, you are part of this time. You may have been 

younger, but you are still you now, having fun and enjoying life. 

12. Some people embrace their golden years, while others become 

bitter and surly. Life is too short to waste your days on the latter. 

Spend your time with positive, cheerful people, itôll rub off on you 

and your days will seem that much better. Spending your time with 

bitter people will make you older and harder to be around. 
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13. Do not surrender to the temptation of living with your children or 

grandchildren (if you have a financial choice, that is). Sure, being 

surrounded by family sounds great, but we all need our privacy. 

They need theirs and you need yours. If youôve lost your partner 

(our deepest condolences), then find a person to move in with you 

and help out. Even then, do so only if you feel you really need the 

help or do not want to live alone. 

14. Donôt abandon your hobbies. If you donôt have any, make new 

ones.

Find 

something you like and spend some real time having fun with it. 

15. Even if you donôt feel like it, try to accept invitations. Baptisms, 

graduations, birthdays, weddings, conferences. Try to go. Get out of 

the house, meet people you havenôt seen in a while, experience 

something new (or something old). But donôt get upset when youôre 

not invited. Some events are limited by resources, and not everyone 

can be hosted. The important thing is to leave the house from time 

to time. Go to museums and go walk through a field. Get out there. 

16. Be a conversationalist. Talk less and listen more. Some people 

go on and on about the past, not caring if their listeners are really 

interested. Thatôs a great way of reducing their desire to speak with 

you. Listen first and answer questions, but donôt go off into long 

stories unless asked to. Speak in courteous tones and try not to 

complain or criticise too much unless you really need to. Try to 

accept situations as they are. Everyone is going through the same 

things, and people have a low tolerance for hearing complaints. 

Always find some good things to say as well. 

17. Pain and discomfort go hand in hand with getting older. Try not 

to dwell on them but accept them as a part of the cycle of life weôre 

all going through.
